ACO Leslee Colucci leaves

GREENFIELD -- Scott West was taking heavy fire from Taliban insurgents and members of Al-Qaida, he recalls, in the firefight that resulted in his earning the Bronze Star with a combat V for valor. 


The action, he says, resulted in the deaths of at least 130 insurgents and 13 of their commanders.


''They ambushed us. We were there retaking a district in Farah (Province) when the fighting began,'' he said.


The battle, which began on Nov. 8, 2007, in Gulistan in southwestern Afghanistan turned into a running combat that, at one point, stretched along a line 10 miles long in the region -- largely occupied by Pashtun tribesmen.


In civilian life, West is a patrolman with the Greenfield Police Department, but in the Army he is known as Chief Warrant Officer 2 West, and he serves as the assistant commander of a Special Forces operational detachment. 


According to the Army, West is responsible for an operational area of thousands of square kilometers. He was one of six men in his unit to receive the Bronze Star for the battle in Gulistan. ''These are the best guys I ever worked with. The guys on my team did a lot of great work. I am just lucky enough to be associated with them,'' he says.


Gulistan, an area known for insurgent activity and heroin production.


''We left the patrol base just after sunup. Less than an hour after that the fighting started,'' he said.


According to West, the initial contact with the enemy was made by an FA-18 Hornet fighter when the pilot spotted a group of insurgents readying a mortar position on the ground.


''The close air support started hitting their vehicles and mortars, which then allowed us to move up and take the ground,'' West said.


The Greenfield patrolman was part of a nine-man team that was advancing up a narrow road in a wide valley in armored Humvees known as GMVs (Ground Mobility Vehicles) that were specifically developed for special forces units.


Typically the GMV carries a crew of three and supplies for 10 days of independent operations.


''My team was only nine guys, but we had a total force of 60 people in the column,'' he said.


According to West, the vehicles they were using mounted a variety of weapons including grenade launchers, 7.62 mm and .50-caliber machine guns.


''As we continued to move through the morning we were taking hits from three or four directions at once from mortars, heavy machine guns, recoilless rifles, AK-47s and lots and lots of RPGs (rocket propelled grenades).


''Around 2 in the afternoon several hundred insurgents came at us in a wide valley near the village of Lartay,'' he said.


The fighting went on for more than 30 minutes, according to West, before the enemy withdrew to set up a new attack.


''Two friendly Afghan soldiers were wounded, but none of our guys were killed.


''Our vehicles took a lot of hits, though,'' he said.


West said that the battle plan they were following involved suppressing the enemy on both sides of the valley using mobile infantry tactics and close air support, but despite their best efforts, the enemy kept coming.


''We had two FA-18s doing strafing runs on both sides of the valley. An AC-130 came on station around midnight and stayed until they ran out of ammo around 3 a.m.,'' he said.


The AC-130 gun-ship is a heavily-armed ground attack aircraft that is a variant of the C-130 Hercules. It carries armaments that range from 20 mm Gatling guns to 105 mm howitzers and has a standard crew of 12.


Although things grew quiet for a few hours after the 3 a.m. engagement, according to West, fighting started up again at dawn as the Americans and their allies engaged small units of 10 to 12 insurgents.


The early morning engagement went on for only about half an hour before the enemy broke off and the Allied column continued up the valley.


''We were slowed down a bit by obstacles. As we advanced, we encountered a vehicle-borne IED (improvised explosive device) in an old car by the side of the road.


''We ended up shooting it with a grenade launcher. It burned pretty hot because it was loaded with 120 mm artillery shells,'' the warrant officer said.


According to West, the special forces column took the district back from the Taliban after two days of fighting during which they killed around 200 men and destroyed six enemy ammunition caches that contained rockets, artillery shells and anti-tank mines.


''One of the FA-18s eliminated a man trying to deploy one of those mines in front of our column during the battle,'' the warrant officer said.


According to West, his unit set up a forward operating base near the end of the valley where they lived for almost two weeks during which they voyaged out into the countryside to raid enemy compounds where IEDs were being made.


''We found two IED factories, one of which was disguised as a medical clinic,'' he said.


According to West, the residents of Farah Province were happy to see the tail end of the Taliban as the insurgents extorted money and supplies from the locals in order to support themselves.


West said that he is convinced that what the Afghan people want most is stability and peace, but he adds that those goals may not be easy to achieve.


''As soon as you leave the fire base it's 'game on.' Any time you leave the house, you're under threat.


''You can't take anything for granted. Anything can be a threat, a vehicle along the road, or a 14-year-old boy wearing a suicide vest. We lost one guy from our company on Oct. 29 in Helmand Province. He was blown up by an IED as he was walking on a patrol,'' he said.


''It makes you appreciate being here (in Franklin County) a lot more.


''Being able to walk down the street without being shot at or blown up,'' he said.


According to the military, the elimination of the enemy commanders in the battle in Gulistan in November disrupted the activities of the insurgents and quieted things down in the region until January when a resurgent Taliban, with outside support, began to filter back into the area.


West said that he believes that there are elements inside the government of Pakistan that support the Taliban and provide them with succor and sanctuary in Pakistani territory

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12 arrested in drug raid

GREENFIELD -- Undercover agents, pretending to be junkies, lived in Leyden Woods for weeks, cultivating local contacts who would sell them pot and cocaine, sometimes for cash, sometimes for the promise of guns that could give the dealers the ultimate power on the streets. 


On Tuesday morning, police put an end to the charade as they arrested a dozen people and held warrants for several more who are said to be involved in the cocaine trafficking ring out of Leyden Woods.


Members of the regional drug task force and Greenfield Special Response Team officers dressed in digital camouflage and body armor moved in before dawn and swarmed over four homes in the Leyden Woods complex where they seized at least 55 grams of cocaine and more than a pound of marijuana.


'This was part of an investigation that was going on for a month and a half during which there were a number of hand-to-hand sales made to undercover officers,' said Greenfield detective Lt. Joseph Burge.


Burge particularly praised the work of the UMass Amherst and Hadley police departments who did much of the undercover work during the operation

Tasers


Recently one of the Boston Based national Enquirer wannabe’s  wrote an article negative on the use of police Tasers. Citing conjecture and speculation on the dangers and using language framed at painting a picture of police overuse it cited the Greenfield Police Department as being fourth in the state for use since the inception of the program. What it failed to point out is that Greenfield is one of the longest running Taser programs in the state. What it also neglected to mention was the lack of injuries to violent suspects and to officers even after specific incidents were pointed out and submitted. 





Since September of 2005 when the department was granted permission to deploy Tasers they have been used 26 times. The Department physically arrested 2600 individuals and Tasers were deployed only where an individual had been physically aggressive or resistant.











Sgt Bobe and Officer Jason Haskins Commended


On September 14th 2008 Officer Jason Haskins and Sgt Viorel Bobe responding to a disturbance call in Forbes Court encountered a Christopher Santana . Mr. Santana was enraged and pulled a knife on the Officers threatening to kill them and calling them by racial epithets. He was engaged in conversation and distracted while trying to get the officers to end his life. Officer Haskins deployed the Taser and Sgt Bobe engaged the subject and disarmed him bringing him safely into custody thereby averting a tragedy. Both Sergeant Bobe and Officers Haskins used exceptional judgement.
